Do you come from a european country?

If you want to know the probability of you being vaccinated against mumps you have two possibilities to find out:

1. Ask your parents if they have your childhood vaccination booklet/certificate and look for MMR (measles, mumps and rubella vaccine).

2. If you have no acces to personal information follow the internet link on vaccination schedules in european countries: http://www.euvac.net/graphics/euvac/vaccination/vaccination.html
and look for your country and the MMR schedule (and read about the history to know from which year the vaccination was given)

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For example, if you are from Belgium, click on Belgium in the list. You will find the current schedule in the Summary chart. Scroll down and read under the heading Historic changes: “1985: Introduction of the combined measles-mumps-rubella vaccine (MMR) to the national vaccination schedule. Vaccination recommended at the age of 15 months.”

This means that students from Belgium born in 1984 or later have received MMR vaccination, unless their parents refused to participate in the vaccination program.

Kom je uit Suriname?

De overheid voert het vaccinatieprogramma uit via de Regionale Gezondheidsdienst (RGD), deze is voornamelijk actief in Paramaribo en de kusstreek. In de overige gebieden opereert een particuliere organisatie de Medische Zending (MZ). Er was geen actief oproepsysteem vanuit het bevolkingsregister, dus het initiatief lag bij ouders, zij ontvingen hierover wel informatie van de verloskundige. In Suriname wordt op de leeftijd van 12 maanden een MMR (measles, mumps and rubella) vaccinatie gegeven. Vraag je ouders of ze er nog een bewijs van hebben of benader zelf één van de bovengenoemde organisaties als je twijfelt of je gevaccineerd bent tegen bof (mumps).

Do you come from China?

The MMR (measles, mumps and rubella) vaccination has only recently been introduced in China. 

In countries without mumps vaccination programmes widespread circulation of mumps among children is very likely and therefore it can be stated in general that it is  very likely that you  have gained natural immunity.

Do you come from India?

The MMR (measles, mumps and rubella) vaccination is not given in India.

In countries without mumps vaccination programmes widespread circulation of mumps among children is very likely and therefore it can be stated in general that it is very likely that you have gained natural immunity.

Do you come from Indonesia?

The MMR (measles, mumps and rubella) vaccination is not given in Indonesia.

In countries without mumps vaccination programmes widespread circulation of mumps among children is very likely and therefore it can be stated in general that it is very likely that you have gained natural immunity.

Do you come from Iran?

The MMR (measles, mumps and rubella) vaccination has only been introduced in Iran since 2004, so you are not likely to be vaccinated. However it is very likely that you to have gained natural immunity. In 2004 a regional study was performed in Iran showing that 95% of 15-18 year old children had natural immunity, published by the World Health Organisation. If you are now aged 1-24 years or older you are most probably protected against mumps by natural immunity.

In countries without mumps vaccination programmes widespread circulation of mumps among children is very likely and therefore it can be stated in general that it is very likely that you have gained natural immunity.

World wide figures

World wide figures from the World Health organisation show that most African and Asian countries do not include mumps vaccination in their national immunisation campaigns. In countries without mumps vaccination programmes widespread circulation of mumps among children is very likely and therefore it can be stated in general that you are very likely to have gained natural immunity.

In the rest of the world most countries have one or two dose mumps vaccination programmes, although some countries have only started in recent years. Please ask your parents first to find out your vaccination history.
